SCIENCE OLYMPIAD PLACES 3RD AT NATIONALS!

Congratulations to the Solon High School Science Olympiad Team for winning 3™ place at the Na-
tional Science Olympiad Tournament, held at the University of lllinois, Saturday, May 22, 2010. Sixty top
teams from each of the fifty states gathered to compete in twenty-three events focusing on biology, geology,
chemistry, physics, earth science, environmental science, technology and engineering applications. The 2™
place team was from Grand Haven High School in Michigan, and Centerville High School from Ohio contin-
ued their championship status for a 2" year in a row.

Each of the gold medalists received full tuition scholarships to the University of Illinois should they de-
cide to attend. Rebecca Rabinovich and George Zhao also received a one year membership to the National
Association of Watch and Clock Collectors, and an all-expense paid trip with their coach, Donna Ross, to their
convention in June, 2010 in York, Pennsylvania.

Everyone received the license to download Mathematica for Students. Mathematica is a state-of-the-
art computational software program used in scientific, engineering, and mathematical fields and other areas
of technical computing.
